Parking and Turning Circle 

Please can I remind parents not to park on the corners by the entrance to the car park as 

this blocks the access for both the school buses and also any emergency vehicles if they 

were necessary.  Can I also remind parents that if your child cannot get out of the vehicle 

unaided, please park further away and walk into school as parents getting out of their cars 

to let children in and out of vehicles also impedes the turning circle.  

At the end of the day, please do not drive out of or into the car park as this poses a risk for 

the parents and pupils gathered at the end of the day.
