BE BRIGHT BE SEEN

British summertime ends in Qctober — the CloCcks €0 baCk by ah hour ahd most of
us may be travelling home in the dark. However you get to work or sChool, there
are things you Cah do to help yourself be seen, making sure other road users Canh
see you.

Whether walking to and from school, the shops, or walking the dog, during foggy
and overCast days pedestriahs should wear something bright coloured ahd
something reflective at night.

Choose a bag or rucksack with hi Visibility strips. Fluorescent and reflective
armbands Canh be worh over Coats and Clothing, and stiCkers Cah be used on bags.
TReflective dots on Knees and ankles Cah really draw attention to ruhners during
dark nights.

Keep to the footpath where there is onhe, if hot, keep to the right hand side of
the road SO you Canh see oncoming trafficC.

Being aware of your surroundings Can help aswell, SO take out the earphones, and
leave your phone in your pocket.

When out this Halloween:

-GtiCK reflective tape onh your costumes and bags.

-If you live ih ah area without streetlights, bring a torch.
-Be safe while crossing the road.

-Make sure that ho one Crosses the road without your help.
-Be Careful if wearing wearing costumes that restriCt your Vision, make sure that you are
extra Careful, and that you get help when Crossing the road.

-Be Careful with lohger costumes that may Cause you to stumble or trip.

-With so many people out, it might be tempting, but do not walk in the road. Always StiCKk
t0 the pavements.

-Make ah effort to only Cross the road at sensible places where. Never Cross the road
where Visibility is poor.
